Dear Parents and Supporters, greetings in His Name 

Welcome back to what is a very short week for the school – it was great to have a break as we still have another three full 
weeks before the end of term and a lot of things to get through in this time. 

Our Year 9-10 students are undergoing their mid-year examinations at this moment – our prayers are for their success. Staff 
are also working on completing the Yr 11-13 reports which we hope will be sent home next Friday. 

At the last secondary assembly I focussed on the merits of reading. The vision of our young people developing into lifelong 
learners is a well-recognised goal of school education. Reading is the key to becoming a lifelong learner for a variety of 
reasons. To quote Ralph Besse, “Why? To put it briefly, because it is the most complete, most available, cheapest, quickest 
and most current source of learning! Further, it is a system of multiple learning – you learn more than one thing from reading. 
And it is a method of continuous personal training for self-improvement.” I hope our young people will see the advantage of 
deliberately setting aside time each day to read in order to develop themselves. The process of becoming a lifelong learner 
involves building on an ever-expanding knowledge base.  As Alfred North Whitehead put it: “...the more you know, the easier it 
is to add to your knowledge.” I have chosen today’s Text of the Week to reflect upon the great benefits of pursuing knowledge, 
understanding, and wisdom for both young and older people – it is indeed a lifelong calling. 

We are planning another Open Day next week as well as a seminar for parents and visitors on Thursday evening. We are 
looking forward to seeing as many as possible joining us to hear Dr Bryan Martin on this most important topic as it should be a 
great evening.
