School accounts

Thanks to all who are up to date on their 2010 school
fees. Statements are normally sent home via the eldest
child on the first Thursday (Newsletter day) after the end
of a month — please look out for these. The approaching
end of term is a good time to check that your payments
are on track. Current terms are for payment in full within
14 days of the term starting, OR by regular (weekly,
fortnightly or monthly) instalment sufficient to clear the
school account in full by the end of the school term (an
Excel spreadsheet can be downloaded from the school
website to help you calculate the amount). A few families
have still to pay the balance of term one fees and these
now require urgent attention.

GST increase

HCS is no different from any other business in that we
are affected by the change in rate of GST. We have
given careful consideration to recent information received
from the IRD, and from other sources, and believe that
we can charge GST at the old rate (12.5%) on all school
fees paid by 30 September. Any fees unpaid at this date
will be liable for GST at the new rate (15%). In practice
this means we currently intend to invoice for Term 4 fees
early (30 September) for (only) those families who have
paid part of these fees by this date. Where no part of the
fourth term’s fees has been paid by 30 September we
will invoice as usual (using the higher GST rate) on the
first day of the term (11 October). NB: the increased rate
of GST will also mean an increase in charges for
uniform, stationery and other costs incurred after 1st
October (and will mean a busy week checking and
adjusting prices!). Again, we encourage families to
purchase uniform items before the adjustment is made.

Student Sponsorship Fund

We suggest that any families who are struggling to keep
their children at HCS consider asking for help from this
fund — talk to Gavin, or contact Mrs Jackie Hemmes
(Board Sponsorship Committee Convenor). We also
encourage any families who can contribute to this fund,
whether on a one-off or a regular basis, to prayerfully
consider this ministry to others. Receipts can be issued
and used to claimed against your income tax.
