Welcome back to everyone for Term 3. Team Samoa have returned safely after having a really great time in Samoa. The
feedback | have received is that our students were exemplary in their witness and their dedication.

We have made quite a bit of progress in our thinking through what our secondary programme will look like for 2011. We would
like to invite parents and students to attend an evening presentation of what we are offering and why on Wednesday 4

two parts:

7:30-9:00pm will be a presentation about the 2011 Year 11, 12 and 13 programmes. We would urge all parents of current
Year 10-12 students to attend with their children. There will be follow-up consultation interviews on 24 and 25 August available
which you will be able to book on-line after 5th August.

Week 9 (starts 13 September) of this term is when the NCEA practice examinations for Years 11-13 will be held. Teachers will
be letting their students know what material will be covered in these examinations and the actual timetable nearer the date. We
would love to see our senior students starting a revision programme now to ensure they are as well-prepared as possible for
these examinations.

We are holding Parent-teacher interviews next week. This is a great time for a focussed discussion on the progress of your
child, but it is short. Parents are welcome to email teachers to make a separate appointment to discuss any matter where more
time may be required.

HCS is a school that seeks to build our entire curriculum on the truths of God’s Word as a foundation. We want these to
permeate every aspect of the programme and life of the school. It is, of course, a work in progress, but we are glad to be
basing our work as teachers on the truth — it makes it worthwhile. We appreciate the continued prayers and encouragement we
receive and the help and support of so many volunteers — thank you!
